“4SNow from the sixth hour there was darkness over all the land unto the ninth hour. “®And about the ninth
hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying, Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani? that is to say, My God, my God, why
hast thou forsaken me? %’Some of them that stood there, when they heard that, said, This man calleth for
Elias. *®And straightway one of them ran, and took a spunge, and filled it with vinegar, and put it on a
reed, and gave him to drink.

3His
countenance was like lightning, and his raiment white as snow: 4And for fear of him the keepers did shake,
and became as dead men. °And the angel answered and said unto the women, Fear not ye: for | know
that ye seek Jesus, which was crucified. ®He is not here: for he is risen, as he said. Come, see the place
where the Lord lay. "And go quickly, and tell his disciples that he is risen from the dead; and, behold, he
goeth before you into Galilee; there shall ye see him: lo, | have told you. 8And they departed quickly from
the sepulchre with fear and great joy; and did run to bring his disciples word. %And as they went to tell his
disciples, behold, Jesus met them, saying, All hail. And they came and held him by the feet, and
worshipped him. 0Then said Jesus unto them, Be not afraid: go tell my brethren that they go into Galilee,
and there shall they see me.
